VEHICLES
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Only one vehicle per site allowed.

A registration card for each vehicle must be filled out before your camp site is set
up.

The camp wide speed limit is 5 MPH.

Check out time is 11:00 am.

You must be 18 years of age to lease a campsite or cabin.

All children under the age of 18 will be the responsibility of their parents or legal
guardian.

Any child under the age of 18 will be at their campsite/cabin by 10:00 pm.
Alcoholic beverages are allowed at your campsite/cabin only. If you are
disruptive to your neighbors you will be evicted from the campgrounds.

No glass containers of any kind will be allowed off your campsite/cabin.

. You must be 21 years of age to drink in the state of Michigan. Minors drinking in

a campsite or the campgrounds will be evicted.
Absolute quite time is 10:00 pm, please be considerate of your neighbors.
All visitors must leave by 10:00 pm.

. Radios, cassette players, CD players and TVs will be used at an acceptable noise

level.

Do not deface any of the campground equipment, picnic tables, miniature golf,
buildings, etc.

Campsites/cabins are to be free of debris at all times and kept in an orderly
fashion.

All camp fires are to be contained in supplied fire rings. Absolutely no burning of
any garbage allowed. No foraging for any firewood.

Fires shall be attended at all times.

No weapons of any kind will be tolerated on the campground.

No fireworks of any kind will be tolerated on the campground.



20. No hunting will be allowed on the campgrounds.

21. No cleaning fish in cabins.

22. No cooking fish in cabins.

23. No smoking in any rental trailers or cabins ($100.00 FINE).

24. No smoking in any campground public building (Michigan Law).

PETS

25. All pets must be kept on a leash no longer than six (6) feet.
26. No pets in cabins or rental trailers.

27. You must clean up after your pets.

28. Pets are not to be left unattended.

29. No aggressive or loud animals will be allowed.

POOL
30. No swimming in the lake allowed. Use only the designated swimming pool area.
31. Pool rules and regulations are posted in the pool area.
32. No glass is allowed in the pool area.
33. No Life Guard on duty. Swim at your own risk.

LAKE and FISHING
34. No gasoline engines of any kind allowed on the lake. Electric motors or manual
paddling only.
35. Use designated dock only.
36. All the state of Michigan rules apply when fishing. You must have a valid fishing
license.
37. All fish cleaning to be done at the fish cleaning station ONLY'!
